The delegation of Oklahoma 4-H leaders will hawe dpportunity to share these
ideas with other 4-H at special events and aaiwitluring the year such as State 4-H
Leaders Conference.

The purpose of the forum is to increase your Kedge of 4-H projects and
activities. This knowledge would be utilized to fhetrengthen the local, county, and
state 4-H program in Oklahoma.

Reporter— Shall serve as reporter and photographer for all gawents and activities and report them to
the county newspaper. Work with district and State 4fldars. Assist officers with activities and events.
Train local officers.

Song and Game LeaderAttend all possible State, District and County workshoAssist officers with
activities and events. Train local officers.

Officers will be elected by two (2) voting delegates from eagh.clThe delegates can be alternated by the
adult leader. Only second year and above members will veedlto vote. Voting will be by secret

Song and Game Leaders must lead a song or ganeeci8s will be limited to 2 minutes
in length.

Meetings:
Date of meeting shall be called by the 4-H Leadexs Parents Organization, 4-H County

Term of Office:
The term of office for all Federation Officers di@# one year. They may not serve
consecutive terms in the same office except Sorgiéeand Game Leader.

The following guidelines will apply for county ydubfficer elections.

1. Potential candidates must file for a Countycefby the deadline determined by the
OSU Extension Agents (Exact date to be determinedally.)

2. Candidate must have been a 4-H member for fleaes.

3. Candidates are not limited to number of offitesy may run for, however, they will
be considered for only those offices filed for awer offices on the Order of Election by
nominations from the floor after being defeatethia election for the office in which
they filed.

4. Order of Election: President, Vice PresidSegretary, Reporter, Recreation Leaders
and Song Leader.

5. Candidates must have: 1) Submitted a Beaveni@drecord Book for the previous
years; 2) be a senior 4-H member.

6. Candidates must present a short nominatiorchpgieing qualifications for office,
etc. Speech is not required of candidates who haee defeated in an initial election.
Speech is to be limited to 2 minutes. Recreatiberaders speech will be limited to 1
minute and must lead a game or song. Candidaaéatd sick or not present due to
some major conflict may have another 4-H membeseretheir speech. No games or
songs will be lead for absent Recreation Leadedidates.

7. Clubs may have a total of 2 delegates to votddctions. Clubs that have elected a
slate of Junior and Senior club officers and heldasate meetings are allowed 4 total
votes: 2 juniors and 2 seniors. Voting delegatayg be alternated by an adult leader
after voting is completed for an office.

8. Officer candidates may be included in the dulBting delegation up to a maximum 5
voting delegates per club. Candidates can noti/étgoters from their club are
available.

9. Club Leaders will be responsible for deterngnuoter delegation. In the absence of

the club Leader, another adult leader will detemtlre voting delegates, and then the
highest club officer will make the decision if ndudts are present.

The local school’s
academic eligibility policy will supersede this myl.

4-H members feeding livestock for jackpot, localcty, district, and state
livestock shows will not be eligible, nor will theanimals, as long as the 4-H
member’s name appears on the local school’'s acadesligibility list.

Share-the-Fun provides the opportunity for 4-H rbera to have fun. It is an
opportunity for 4-H members to perform in frontasf audience and to interact with
other 4-H members in a fun situation. Acts may égggmed by and individual,
small group (2 to 4 members) or a large group. @laee three main types of acts:
Musical; Novelty; and Dramatic. Musical numbers tir@se in which a person (s) is
playing the piano or some other musical instrumental solo or group act that
involves a medley of songs. Novelty acts are thetrmommon. These acts are
usually humorous to some degree.
