Knowledge College

Listed below are the guidelines for the
Knowledge College which will be held
at the Creek County Free Fall Fair. |If
you have any questions please call the
OSU Extension Office.
General Rules:

1. All contestants must be entered
by 4:30pm September thé&' at
the Creek County Extension
Office.

2. Contestants may enter in one
species and one species only.

3. Contestants may enter in one of
the four sweepstakes categories
or all four sweepstakes categories

4. Contest will consist of the
following areas: reproduction,
animal parts, cuts of meat, feed
and tack identification, breed
identification, showmanship, and
animal health and care.

5. Contestants will be evaluated in
four sweepstake categories:
multiple choice test, feed and
tack identification, breed
identification, and showmanship.

6. Divisions: are based on age as of
January 1, 2007.

Jr Division: 8 grade and below
Sr Division: 9" grade and above
Test:

1. The test will consist of multiple
choice and true/false questions.

2. Junior contestants will consist of
25 questions, and the senior test
will consist of 50 questions.

3. Thirty-minutes will be allowed
for contestants to complete the
test. Five minute warnings will
be given after 15 minutes have
passed.

4. Contestants may not bring notes,
books, or reference materials into
testing area.

Ties will be broken according to
tiebreaker questions. If a tie still
remains, five pre-selected un-
marked questions from the test
will be used to decide the final
placing.

Feed and Tack Identification:

1.

The feed and tack identification
will consist of 15 stations for
junior contestants, and 25
stations for senior contestants.
Each station will have one item
that the contestant must identify.
Contestants will have one minute
to identify the feed stuff or tack
before rotating to the next
station.

Contestants may not bring notes,
books, or reference materials into
testing area.

Conferring with other contes-
tants, use of notes or any form of
cheating will be grounds for dis-
qualification.

Ties will be broken according to
tiebreaker questions. If a tie still
remains, five pre-selected
unmarked questions from the test
will be used to decide the final
placing.

Breed Identification:
1. The breed identification will

consist of 10 stations for junior
contestants, and 15 stations for
senior contestants.

Each station will consist of one
item that the contestant must
identify.

Contestants will have one minute
to identify the breed of the
animal before rotating to the next
station.

4. Contestants may not bring notes,

books, or reference materials into
testing area.

. Conferring with other contes-

tants, use of notes or any form of
cheating will be grounds for
disqualification.

. Ties will be broken according to

tiebreaker questions. If a tie still
remains, five pre-selected
unmarked questions from the test
will be used to decide the final
placing.

Showmanship:
1. Showmanship contest will be

conducted in conjunction with

the Creek County Free Fair
showmanship contest.

Individuals participating in the
sweepstakes will be marked with
a colored sticker to show they are
entered in the Creek County
Sweepstakes.

. Contestants may borrow an

animal from another exhibitor to
participate in the showmanship
contest.

Awards:
1. Contestants with the highest

score in each sweepstake
category will be awarded a non-
monetary award.

. Contestants with the highest

cumulative score from all four
categories will be awarded a
banner.

Each species will have a junior
and senior sweepstakes winner.
