Intrada Introduced for Producers of White Wheat

The Oklahoma Agriculture Experiment Station has released a new wheat variety for producers who would like to participate in the Hard White Wheat market.  The new release will be known as Intrada.  Intrada is a Rio Blanco/TAM 200 cross.  Dr. Joe Martin, KSU Wheat Breeder, made the original cross for Intrada.  Dr. Brett Carver, OSU Wheat Breeder, made the final selections and purification.  Support for Intrada and its development was made possible by the Oklahoma Wheat Commission, the Oklahoma Wheat Research Foundations, and Oklahoma State University.

Intrada is a medium-late maturity type variety, which is similar in maturity pattern to 2174.  Intrada is an awned, semidwarf variety that will be similar in height to Chisholm and is intermediate in timing to first hollow stem like Custer.  Test weight for Intrada have been outstanding, consistently exceeding 2174, 2137, Custer and Jagger by up to 4 pounds per bushel.  Grain yields are also competitive with the widely grown hard red winter wheat varieties.

Coleoptile length is short so be careful with seed placement in these warm soils that currently persist.  Forage production for Intrada has been in the middle of the varieties tested.  It recovers well after grazing in a dual-purpose production system of grazing plus grain yields.

Intrada has intermediate protein levels, medium-short mixing time, and good mixing tolerance.  Baking evaluations for Intrada have been good to excellent.

Disease resistance is acceptable for northwestern Oklahoma with resistance to soilborne mosaic virus.  Intrada is resistant to stem rust, moderately resistant to leaf rust and moderately susceptible to tan spot and powdery mildew.  Intrada is susceptible to Russian wheat aphids, greenbugs, Hessian fly, and has intermediate tolerance to low soil pH.

Intrada is best adapted to dryland production conditions in northwestern Oklahoma.  Susceptibility to pre-harvest sprouting prevents Oklahoma State University Specialists from encouraging its production west of Cherokee.  Lodging may occur under conditions of high straw production under irrigation.

Before considering planting any of the Hard White Wheat varieties, please consider the following suggestions. 

1. Produce Hard White Wheat under contract or have your market lined up prior to planting.  This crop should be treated as a contract type crop with specific delivery locations and grain quality standards.

2. Contamination from volunteer Hard Red Winter Wheat from the previous year is highly likely.  It should be planted on ground that has been fallowed or is in crop rotation to minimize contamination.   A small percentage of red wheat in white wheat will cause delivery problems when you try to market the white wheat.  

Seed of Intrada is very limited this year.  You may obtain an application for Foundation Seed at you local Oklahoma Cooperative Extension Service County Office.
